1969 --- 40 YEARS AGO - 2009

1968 was a tough year for VC and NVA troops operating in the Republic of Vietham. American soldiers, and their
South Vietnamese allies, inflicted heavy losses upon Communist forces, beginning with the Communist Tet '68 Offensive and
continuing throughout the year. Unfortunately, it was also a tough year for American troops as well. The political climate
deteriorated in the United States, Robert Kennedy and Dr Martin Luther King, Jr. were assassinated, and anti-war sentiment
increased. Our soldier's hard won battlefield victories were portrayed as defeats in most American media and, therefore,
military defeat for the Communists was transformed into political victory.

In September 1968, the 1st Division suffered the combat loss of its commander, MG Keith Ware — killed when his
helicopter was shot down. Succeeded by MG Orwin C. Talbot, formerly the Division Assistant Commander, the Big Red One
soldiered on and continued to inflict heavy casualties. As the enemy withheld major units from offensive action because of
their tremendous losses, contact with the VC and NVA decreased and the Pacification program was successfully accelerated.
Ambush patrols, RIF (Reconnaissance-in-Force, eariler termed “Search and Destroy”) missions, and combined US-ARVN
operations were increased in order to deny freedom of movement to the VC/NVA forces as they attempted to regroup, resupply
and reinforce. Cordon and search missions were effective in clearing villages of enemy units and in reassuring the population
that ARVN could provide necessary protection. It appeared that our efforts at ‘pacification’ were achieving a good deal of
success However, the enemy learned from his disastrous experiences in 1968. He realized that military victory was not
possible so long as American troops were present. Therefore, he shifted his primary objective from military operations to
gaining political advantage in the United States, and getting US soldiers withdrawn from the fight. Henceforth, in South
Vietnam, he attempted to avoid major military contact and to inflict enough casualties to encourage the anti-war sentiment
within the USA. [[Editor's note: This same strategy was pursued by enemy forces during the Philippine Insurrection (1899-
1902), and it appears to be the primary enemy strategy in Iraq and Afghanistan today. It did not succeed in the Philippines.
It did succeed in Vietnam. Will it succeed in Iraq? ]]

LTC Ronald Gillis assumed command of the 1st Battalion, 18th Infantry in June 1968. At that point, 1-18 IN was
detached from the 2nd Brigade and had the mission to prevent VC/NVA infiltration back into the Saigon area. Ambushes,
RIFs, and airmobile assaults kept the Dogface battalion busy. In October, 1-18 IN was moved to the Lai Khe — Phouc Vinh
area of operations with a similar mission. At Thanksgiving, the battalion rejoined the 2nd Brigade for a series of airmobile
operations into the Catchers Mitt. In December 1968, LTC Robert E. Price assumed command, and the battalion continued
to conduct RIFs, ambushes, and participate in the accelerated pacification effort.

LTC James E. Crow assumed command of the 2nd Battalion, 18th Infantry in August 1968. 2-18 IN was tasked for
joint operations with ARVN units, involving air assaults, RIFs, ambushes, and river operations. By November the mission
changed to pacification and a new approach, joining with ARVN and local forces to increase hamlet security. This mission
continued into 1969. LTC David Teberg assumed command in February 1969 and soon engaged an enemy force at Lo Lu.
The enemy followed their strategy to avoid major contact, but this engagement effectively dashed any dreams the VC/NVA
might have had of any Tet '69 offensive. Meanwhile, 2-18 IN continued joint RIF operations, and aggressive ambush patrols
to interdict enemy movement of supplies and men.

Your endless support continues to remind us that we
are each part of something much bigger and more
powerful than just ourselves, or even the battalion. We are
part of a distinguished line of Vanguards that extends from
Murfreesboro to our current station in the Kadamiya District
of Baghdad.

I know that all of you who have served under these
awesome colors already know this, but | can honestly tell
you that the courageous Vanguard Soldiers that | am
privieged enough to serve alongside and lead are
absolutely winning the right way every day! They, and you
through your support, are all making a difference in a land
that is beginning to understand that there is absolute hope
for a better future.

No matter what you may read or see in the news,
things are better now than they have ever been. We have

the enemy on his heels and violence is at an all time low,

which is enabling us to make a positive contribution in the
lives of the Iragi people in nonlethal ways. We remain
vigilant and focused on preventing future sectarian
violence and from allowing the insurgents from regaining a
foothold in this part of the Iragi capital. We are acutely
aware that the current relative stability we are experiencing
can turn on a dime if the conditions change. Most of all,
however, we remain focused on enabling our Iragi Army
brothers to be more capable of taking the reins. They
continue to stretch themselves, and run further and faster
each day.

In terms of the tangible things that have occurred,
we assumed responsibility for this area on November 15",
2008 from 1-502 Infantry during our Transfer of Authority
Ceremony for the Kadamiya District. Since then, we have
logged thousands of hours patroling our area of
operations ensuring the Iragi People continue to be safe.
In late November, we conducted numerous combat patch
ceremonies at each of our JSS’'s, celebrating our rich
heritage as the newest combat veterans of the First
Infantry Division, the Dagger Brigade, and the storied 18™
Infantry Regiment. Now every Vanguard is forever tied to
the history of our nation as a Veteran. This is no small
accomplishment, and each of our Soldiers is proud that
they have volunteered to honorably serve their nation in a
time of war. Each one of us is now tied forever to all those
Vanguards that have gone before us from 1861 to the
present.

In addition to the daily patrols, we have provided
security to numerous events including several major
religious holidays for the predominantly Shia Muslim
population of our area. On January 31% however, we
accomplished our most complicated and demanding
mission so far.

Operation Bobbie Brown, whose heroism on Crucifix Hill
at Aachen on 8 October, 1944 served as inspiration for
all Vanguards as we approached the most strategically
important mission we will accomplish in our first six
months here in Irag.

During the days leading up to the election, and
on a day when hundreds of thousands of Iragis turned
out and voted in our area, there was not a single act of
violence! That is because our Soldiers worked diligently,
and largely without rest, for several days to help the
Iragis secure 158 individual polling sites as well as a
regional ballot warehouse. This was no small feat, as
the Vanguards were responsible for over 50% of the
election sites throughout the entire Dagger Brigade’'s
area of operations. Moments like these are what
continue to make me exceptionally proud of our Battalion
and of being an American Soldier. As | walked the
streets of Northwest Baghdad on Election Day, | saw the
best the human spirit has to offer. Despite the many
cultural and religious differences between our soldiers
and the local people, | saw men, women, and children
genuinely happy and thankful because they continue to
taste the fruits of freedom. That day freedom and
democracy continued to move forward in Iraq, due in
large part to the efforts of our incredible young men and
women and those of the Iraqi Security Forces. Days like
these continue to convince me that our effort and
sacrifices are genuinely worth it, and that tyranny and
terror cannot thwart freedom’s growth. I'm sure that in
the coming months there will be more violence, and
much work remains to be done, but rest assured, beyond
any doubt, that the cause is just and the cost and effort
are worth it. The Provincial Elections were another
historic chapter for the sovereign nation of Iraq, for
America, and for the world. | could not be prouder of

these Soldiers, nor could | be prouder of the unit colors
under which we fight, or of the flag that adorns our right
sleeves, and all that it stands for.

In addition to the elections, the Vanguards have
also had the opportunity in recent weeks to cherish a
couple of other significant events. We witnessed the
inauguration of our 44" President. I'm sure that the
significance of that event is not lost on anyone, and
stands in testimony to the true greatness of our country.
Most of us also had the opportunity to relax for a couple
of hours and watch the Super Bowl. Our leaders here in
Iraq afforded us the opportunity to throw back a couple of
well deserved cold beers as we watched what turned out
to be a pretty awesome game regardless of who you
may have been cheering for.

Up until about a week ago, we had the men of A
Battery, 1-7 Field Artillery serving with us as part of the
Vanguard Nation. The outstanding Soldiers of the
“Steel” Battery are now serving with our brothers to the
south as they now work for 5" Squadron, 4" Cavalry.
We will miss “Steel” and wish them and their Families
God's Speed in all their endeavors during the remainder
of the deployment.

I've never been more humbled by the privilege of
being called Vanguard 6 than | have been in recent
weeks. Our Soldiers, and our brotherhood in the 18™
Regiment, are a tremendous gift. | want to thank you all
for your sacrifices in service to these colors and thank
you for your undying support. Rest easy brothers — the
Vanguards are at their posts, and we remain on point for
the Dagger Brigade! You have done your part and now
we are doing ours. God Bless you all, God bless the
fruits of freedom, and God Bless America!l
