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2008 ANNUAL MEETING REPORT
The 18th Infantry Regiment Association 2008 Annual Meeting was conducted on 21 August at the Crowne Plaza Hotel,
Colorado Springs, Colorado.  The meeting was called to order by the Executive Director Larry Paul, who welcomed everyone
and thanked all for attending.  A moment of silence was observed to honor Dottie Anderson, wife of WWII veteran Ralph "Andy"
Anderson, who passed away on the first day of the reunion.  Dottie will be missed by all who knew her, as she was a most
gracious and loving lady.  May she rest in peace.

The Honorary Colonel began his opening remarks with the "Regimental Muster", requesting every member in attendance to
give his name, unit of service, and date of service.  All of the "first-time" attendees were welcomed and then Colonel
Chamberlain gave his report on the active battalion.  This was brief, as LTC John Vermeesch would be present in the CP on
Saturday afternoon to bring everyone up to speed on the current status of 1/18 IN.  HSMOR Mike Brinkley then reported on
the events at Ft. Riley in March 2008, which he and the Association Officers attended. Mike wrote an outstanding article for
the June Newsletter in reference to this trip and his trip to Germany in January 2008.

Colonel Chamberlain introduced the six 18th Infantry active-duty soldier representatives that we sponsored and hosted
throughout the reunion.  They were SGT Gray, CPL Crandall, Specialist Dunn, Specialist Callfet, Specialist Griffin, and
Specialist Wiley.  These soldiers all do us proud and they were all most appreciative of our support.  They had a great time
being with us for the entire reunion.  LTC Vermeesch and CSM Smith joined us on Saturday.

Colonel Chamberlain and President Van Kuran presented certificates to the new Distinguished Members of the Regiment

President Van Kuran then opened the business meeting.  The minutes as published in the October 2007 Newsletter were
approved.  Vice President Richard Jacobs gave the membership report and emphasized the need for recruiting of eligible new
members.

In Memorium

It is my sad duty to report the passing on June 10, 2008 of Colonel Walter R. (Bob) Jones, USA/Ret.  Bob was XO of 2-18 in
1966.  He was Executive Director of the 18th Infantry Regiment Association from 1991-1993 and HCOR from 1994-1997.  Our
most sincere condolences to Glenda and her entire family.  Bob was a great soldier and he will be missed.
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1968 – 2nd Battalion, 18th Infantry, under command of LTC Max Waldrop – 2008
Contributed by Max Waldrop

I was asked to write a one-page summary of my command time with the 2nd Battalion, 18th Infantry. I was
somewhat hesitant, as events from forty years ago are not as clear as they once were.  I think it is important to give a little
background on how I got assigned to 2-18.  I arrived “in country” in July 1967 and assumed duties as a Bn XO in the 101st
Airborne Brigade. Upon promotion to LTC, I was assigned to the BRO as a prospective battalion commander.  My initial
orientation involved visiting all three brigades. During this period, I was billeted in the BOQ which was on the second floor
of the Officers Club at Lai Khe.  On the night of 25 Jan 68 at 2200 hours a sapper squad set demolitions around the
Officers Club. I was in bed when the charges were detonated. I was buried in building rubble for over an hour before
rescuers were able to uncover me. Unfortunately, the explosions killed 10 and wounded 22 personnel. I was severely
injured with broken neck vertebrate, four broken ribs, and a broken left elbow. Initial X-rays of my head and chest did not
overlap and did not reveal the neck problem (I guess I can say without fear of contradiction that I was the only Bn CO to
serve almost seven months with a broken neck). I was sent to the hospital for rehabilitation. However, the Tet Offensive
had started and around 5 Feb I was assigned to the 1st Brigade at Quan Loi, where I was put me in command of Task
Force WALDROP, with the primary mission of base camp security during the hours of darkness. TF Waldrop was
composed of three rifle and two engineer companies. 

On 1 Mar 68, I assumed command of the 2nd Bn 18th Inf. Our mission was to open Highway 13 two days a week
from Chon Thanh to north of Quan Loi and conduct regular combat operations the other five days of the week. This lasted
until about the middle of March, when the Battalion was relocated to the 2nd Brigade Area of Operations. At this time the
Bn CP was located at the Thu Duc Water Plant.  From the time 2-18 closed in the 2nd Brigade AO until I was relieved on
15 Aug 68, the Battalion conducted company size RIF missions and night ambushes. In addition, 2-18 had the mission of
providing night time security for the Water and Power plants, and US Aid buildings along Highway 13, from New Port
Bridge in Saigon to the bridge over the Dong Nha River at Long Bien.

2-18 conducted several successful operations with RVN Army and Marines units, East and Southeast of the ARVN
Infantry School. We were able to resolve any communication problems between our units with the assistance of US
Advisors. After intense fire fights on two occasions, 2-18 uncovered two large cashes of rockets which had the capability of
reaching Saigon. These actions brought great credit to the Division, Brigade, and the Battalion from USARV.  In the area
SE of Thu Duc there were many streams and in some cases rivers that hampered our ability to put pressure on the
enemy. We came up with the idea of mounting M-60s on engineer boats which gave us fire power up the streams. It also
allowed us to transport platoons from one bank to the other without conducting a wet crossing, saving a lot of time.

The largest battle my command experienced occurred on 15 May 68, involving A Company (-)  consisting of two
rifle platoons commanded by CPT Edmond J. Landers. The location was approximately 5000 meters NW of the Power
Plant.   A Company (-) came into contact with a dug in battalion from the NVA 7th Division. The battle lasted from 0700-
2200 hours. CPT Landers was KIA along with nine of his men. C Company, under the command of CPT Tom Austin, was
inserted to reinforce A Company.  C Company suffered one KIA. During the course of battle, with the loss of CPT Landers
and the other officers wounded, I landed on the battlefield to reorganize the remaining personnel.  This immediately
resulted in my loss of communication for almost 30 minutes. This was such a significant problem that I recommended to
the Brigade Commander that a portable radio be carried in the aircraft so the Battalion CO would have continuous
communications while on the ground.  It was recommended that this be made a part of the field SOP.

The 2nd Bn l8th Inf was selected to represent all Infantry Battalions in the Division for the USARV AGI/CMMI
inspection. We had 30 days to prepare and during 27 of those days 2-18 was in enemy contact. We were the only
Battalion in USARV not to receive any major deficiencies. This again brought great credit to the Division, Brigade, and
Battalion from USARV.

Unequivocally, the officers and men of 2-18 were the most outstanding soldiers I have ever known. General Orwin
Talbott told me several times how well 2-18 was operating. General Keith Ware told the troops at my Change of Command
that the 2nd Bn 18th Inf was a proud Battalion. To me, that says it all. The credit goes to then Major Walker and Parsons;
Captain Austin, Beavers, Clark, Eichenlaub, Landers, Paul, and Womak; the other officers and noncommissioned officers;
and the superb fighting men of the 2nd Battalion, 18th Infantry.  I am proud to have served with you.

Each year the 18th Infantry Regiment Association selects several Distinguished Members of the Regiment (DMOR) for
recognition under the provisions of AR 600-82.

Criteria used to select DMORs:

1.  Honorable record of service in the 18th Infantry.

2.  Honorable record since tour in 18th Infantry.

3.  Involvement & demonstrated interest in the 18th Infantry Regiment Association.
*Supports activities of the Regiment through financial contributions, attendance of Association meetings and

reunions, recruiting veterans for membership, sending packages to deployed 18th Infantry soldiers, etc.

4.  Military and/or civilian accomplishments that reflect credit upon the 18th Infantry.
*Participation in Veteran’s Organizations, Church/Community Service, Honorariums, etc

5.  Willingness to accept the duties and responsibilities of DMOR status.

Process used to select DMORs:

1.  Nominations submitted to Executive Director/President and to DMOR Committee.  The nomination should be in
writing with pertinent facts clearly stated and submitted no later than 15 March of each year.

2.  Nominee contacted to confirm service record and other criteria and willingness to accept duties and
responsibilities of DMOR status.

3.  Nominees approved by DMOR Committee and recommendation forwarded to HCOR.

4.  Recommendations approved by Honorary Colonel of the Regiment and Color Battalion Commander.

5.  Recommendations submitted to Chief of Infantry for final approval and issuance of certificates

6.  Presentation of certificates at DMOR Investiture Ceremony during Annual 18th Infantry Regiment Association
Meeting (or active duty award ceremony for our active duty battalion or other appropriate ceremony).

Transitions Update .  As of Sat., 04-Oct., our 1-18 IN, led by LTC John Vermeesch and CSM Jeff Smith, arrived in Kuwait
pending final deployment into the Baghdad area of Iraq.  So far they are in a “settling in” period, and we have heard little,
which is understandable – they’re pretty darned busy.  Once they get situated and have the “lay of the land” down, we will
begin receiving periodic sit reps.  The rear detachment at Ft. Riley, D-1-18 IN, is in good hands under command of CPT
Rashad Fulcher, and we are in contact.

On a similar note, word is that our former 1-18 IN in Schweinfurt, Germany, reflagged as the 1-2 IN 172 BDE (Sep) last
March, will be redeploying to Iraq sometime around the end of the year.  If that is correct, they will be rotating back into
combat just about 12 months after completing their last tour (home last Oct.).  I am mentioning this since many of the
soldiers now in the 1-2 IN were part of our 1-18 IN for years, and we have attachments, we remember.

Recent Events .  The 2nd Brigade, with the 1-18 IN, held a Departure Ceremony on 30-Sept. at Ft. Riley, in recognition of
deploying back to Iraq in early October.  As always, our Association was well-represented at the event by HCOR Bill
Chamberlain, HSMOR Mike Binkley, myself as Assn. President and Vice President Richard ‘Jake’ Jacobs (Mbrship).  As
you might imagine, we spent the majority of our time with our 1-18 IN Battalion folks, and with a serious eye towards
keeping a low profile amidst the high-intensity efforts to get ready to deploy.

Reunion 2008 .  As Honorary Colonel Bill Chamberlain noted in his article, our August reunion in Colorado Springs was a
great event.  We had a very large turn-out, indeed, and I believe a great time was had by all.  Our Association recognized
several deserving members with Distinguished Member of the Regiment (DMOR) and Honorary Member of the Regiment
(HMOR) awards; our Executive Director, Larry Paul, gives us more information on these Association members in his
article.

On a sad note, our reunion witnessed the passing of a very dear and dedicated lady, Dot Anderson, Ralph ‘Andy’
Anderson’s wife of many, many years.  Dot was a cornerstone amongst our Association’s ladies group, and will be sorely
missed by one and all.

Renew your dues, and reach out to your fellow Veterans of the 18th Infantry you know who served but are not yet part of
our Association.  Membership dues and participation are a vital part of our Association.

Life Membership .  Many of you have asked whether our Association has a Life Membership plan, and until recently we
have not offered this as a dues option.  You will be pleased to hear that our Association is nearing completion of such a life
dues schedule, which we should roll out before next year’s reunion in Dearborn, Michigan.  Stay tuned.

Newsletter Distribution .  As many of you have heard, our Association is looking into distributing our newsletter
electronically (i.e., by using e-mail).  Doing this will help save some money by reducing our costs for printing, postage and
materials (i.e., labels), and will also reduce the work for our editor in folding/stapling/labeling/stamping the newsletters.

S-4 Supply Items .  For those of you who attended our Colorado Springs reunion last August, you saw the supply items
that our Association offers.  This year we added two (2) new items:  A desert-sand t-shirt for the ladies, with the 18th crest
and the words “Wife of an……Veteran” above/below the crest; shirts are $20.  This was a design suggested by Sandi
Callahan, wife of our Assn. Vice President (CP) Bob Callahan, and was a success.  We also have desert-sand caps (one-

Full-size 18th crests (Army issue) are in very short supply right now; even our
active duty unit is out of stock, so we are waiting for the manufacturer resupply at a future date.

Supporting Our Soldiers & Families .  Our Association has firmly established itself as one of, if not the, premier
associations supporting our active duty U.S. Army soldiers; as far as we are aware, no other Association within or outside
of the Society of the First Infantry Division does what we do.  Comments have been made often by very senior military
officers in this regard, and we should indeed be proud to hold and have earned such a reputation.  It warms our hearts.

With that said, the holiday season is fast approaching, over 800 of our active duty 1-18 IN brethren are now deployed in
combat in Iraq and the families left behind will be at the mercies of another winter at Ft. Riley, Kansas.  This makes it
important that our Association step up to the plate in planning to support our own again this year.

As part of support efforts for the troops, Lynsey Vermeesch has been in touch with us.  Lynsey, wife of Bn CO LTC John
Vermeesch, heads up the Battalion’s FRG (Family Readiness Group).  Our FRG is working to raise funds to send a
personal Christmas package to each individual soldier deployed in Iraq, but their fund-raising efforts have not been going
as well as expected and they could really use our support.

Mindful of this situation, we are requesting donations from you, our Association members and former soldiers who have
been deployed in harms way yourselves, to help us help our fellow soldiers and their families.  Soldiers are away from
home and family, many for the first time.  Also, if you recall last year’s winter at Ft. Riley, when an off-post power outage
caused by a severe ice storm caused many families to have to move into the barracks, our Association needs to prepare
to respond again this year should something similar happen.
